1. All business activities shall be performed within 
the interior of the building. No welding and/or 

service activities shall occur outside of the 

building, regardless of duration (i.e. temporary 

and/or long term). 

 

2. The outdoor storage of metal, tools, equipment 
and similar items is prohibited. 
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3. Exterior service and overhead doors shall remain 
closed except for normal entry/exit of persons 

and deliveries. 

 

4. One wall sign on the south side of the building 
shall be permitted upon issuance of a permit from 

the Building Inspector. Signage shall comply with 

zoning regulations for size, location, materials 

and installation.
