Telephone and fax bids will not be accepted.

Box 150, Fond du Lac, WI  54936-0150.  Proposals shall be submitted on forms supplied by the City of Fond du Lac and placed in bidder’s own sealed enveloped marked “Sealed Bid – Safety Pruning and Public Tree Removal, File No. 2014-021A RE-BID”.

No Bid will be opened unless the “Bidder’s Proof of Responsibility” for 2014 is filed and approved with the City of Fond du Lac at least five (5) days before the scheduled time for opening of bids.  Bidder’s Proof of Responsibility that have been submitted and approved for other projects in 2014, will be sufficient for this project.  Reference is made to Section 66.0901(2) and (3) Wisconsin Statutes.  The Director of Public Works decision as to qualifications shall be final.  Bidder’s Proof of Responsibility should be mailed to the attention of the Director of Public Works, City of Fond du Lac, PO Box 150, Fond du Lac WI 54936-0150.

Bidder’s attention is called to the fact that this contract includes a “Disclosure of Ownership” form.  Section 66.293 (3) (N) 4 of Wisconsin Statutes requires that each bidder complete this form.  No bid will be considered unless the prospective bidder has completed the form entitled “Disclosure of Ownership” and enclosed this form with the bid documents.

Each Bid shall be accompanied by a certified check or bid bond in the amount of 5% of the maximum bid and said check shall be forfeited to the City in the event that bidder shall not enter into a contract and performance bond within ten (10) days after notice of award of contract.  

Late Bids will not be accepted under any circumstances.  Any Bid(s) received after the scheduled time for closing will be returned to the proposing firm unopened.  Sole responsibility rests with the proposing firm to see that their proposal is received on time.
