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Each year the City of Fond du Lac Police Department, our Police Chaplains and Cops for
Kids Foundation adopt a number of less fortunate families in our community for the
Christmas and Holiday season. This year, we were pleased to be able to increase the
number of families that we adopted to 72; that is an increase of about 30% from the 50
families that we adopted in 2014.

On Friday, December 18, 2015, several members of the Police Department, our Police
Chaplains, and representatives of the Cops for Kids Foundation Board, delivered
groceries, Christmas presents, and gift cards to those 72 families.
