Dyann Benson presented a draft of the church walking tour brochure 
which provides information on churches of historic and architectural 
significance. Updates and revisions for the final copy were discussed.  

 
Discussion Regarding Potential Education and Outreach Opportunities

Dyann Benson reviewed the Historic Preservation Commission’s efforts to 
increase education and outreach of locally and nationally designated 
historic properties and districts.  Past and present projects of the 
Commission include the speaker events from the Wisconsin Historical 
Society and walking tours for both local churches and Lakeside Park. The 
Commission has also considered including additional architectural styles, 
such as bungalows and mid-century modern homes, for potential future 
designations.  
 
Discussion took place regarding ideas for future efforts. Suggestions 
included holding a designation ceremony for historic properties, a speaker 
presentation designed to educate the public on the historic tax credit 
program and other brochure ideas and concepts.  It was noted that the 
Downtown Fond du Lac Partnership, in conjunction with the Fond du Lac 
Historical Society, will be hosting the upcoming Open Doors event on 
May 14th.
