Your role as an election inspector: 
Election Inspectors perform a valuable community service by assisting voters at polling places 

throughout the City on Election day. They are vital to efficient and honest elections. Election 

Inspectors proudly conduct elections with accuracy, integrity and dignity. 

Election Inspectors are responsible for administering election procedures in each polling place. 

You will be helping to: 

( Organize the polling place before the polls open

( Check that persons are qualified to vote

( Provide instructions and assistance to voters

( Assemble returns and close the polling place 

( Assist in the delivery of election returns to the City Clerk’s office 
Time commitment:

Inspectors work from 6:30 a.m. until the completion of their duties (approximately 

9:30 p.m.). A lunch break of an hour may be possible during slower elections, but busy elections may require you to stay at the polling place and bring necessary meals.

1.  Election inspectors will be appointed for a two year term beginning January 1 of even 


     numbered years and ending December 31 of odd numbered years. 


2. Salary is $102.50 for each election. $32.50 for mandatory training sessions.

3. Training sessions are provided before each election lasting approximately 1 – 2 hours. 
( Chairperson:  Performs all duties required of Inspectors while overseeing all processes and

    coordination break schedules and pick up Election supplies. Salary $119.50 and $32.50 for all
           mandatory training sessions.  Must attend at least one state certified training session every 

           two years. Must accumulate six hours of continuing training every two years.

( Co-Chairperson:  Performs all duties required of Inspectors and assists chairperson with 

    overseeing the Election day activities. Salary $112.50 and $32.50 for all mandatory training   

           sessions. Must attend at least one state certified training session every two years. Must accumulate 
           six hours of continuing training every two years.  (Please see Application #1 below) 
( Special Registration Deputy: Main Election Day duty is to register new voters at the polling 
     location. This position is only available at large elections. Applications will be accepted prior to 

     each General Election (even numbered years). (Please see Application #2 below.)
