FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAP ZONE INFORMATION

As a public service the City of Fond du Lac provides the following information for properties in Fond du Lac:

· Property location in relation to the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) – the 100-year Floodplain – as shown on the current Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) of the City of Fond du Lac.

· Flood insurance data for a site, such as the FIRM zone and the base flood elevation or depth, if shown on the FIRM.

· Information regarding the mandatory purchase of flood insurance for properties in the Special Flood Hazard Area.

· Approved elevation certificates as of 4/17/2012 are on file in the City of Fond du Lac Community Development Department and on the City’s website:  www.fdl.wi.gov
· Letters of Map Amendment (LOMA) or Letters of Map Revision (LOMR) approved by FEMA are on file in the City of Fond du Lac Community Development Department and on the City’s website:  www.fdl.wi.gov
Specific requests for information may be directed to the City of Fond du Lac Community Development Department by telephone, email or in person.  Office hours are weekdays 7:45 AM – 12:00 PM and 1:00 PM - 4:30 PM.  The Community Development Department is located on the 4th floor of the City County Government Center at 160 South Macy Street.  

Do you need a previously effective (historic) flood map?

Historic maps are available from the FEMA Map Service Center.  The maps are useful for grandfathering insurance rating purposes.

Can I receive automatic updates to the maps?

FEMA has a program which allows you to receive the most current revisions to maps automatically when they become available.  You may choose to receive the latest maps for the entire U.S., a state, or even a county.  FEMA also offers subscriptions for CMAL (as received), FMSIS (monthly) and LOMC (bi monthly). This information includes map status information on CD for currently effective maps including the community name and number, county name, panels printed for a community, effective date and suffix for each panel, initial FHBM date, and first and current FIRM date.
