City of Fond du Lac - Weekly Construction Update

The City of Fond du Lac is providing a weekly update on construction projects located within the corporate boundary. Motorists are advised to use caution and remain alert when driving though any work zone. 
Division Street - Temporary No Parking
A utility contractor working for Charter will be installing fiber on the south side of Division from east of Prairie Road to National Avenue. The contractor will post some rolling temporary no parking signs as the work progresses from Prairie Road to the west. The work has started west of Prairie and the contractor will start restrictions on Friday and through all of next week. The contractor will place signs the night before and anticipate to working at the location before students/staff arrive.

US 151/County V Intersection Replacement
October 31 to November 1: Shouldering work and pavement marking will be completed on USH 151 at USH 45 and CTH V. Grading and asphalt for the Prairie Trail and Park and ride lot will be on-going. Curb and gutter at CTH V and USH 45 will begin. Barrier Wall construction on USH 151 at USH 45 will begin.
Traffic Impacts: WIS 45 at USH 151 remains closed. WIS 45 detour: Northbound WIS 45 traffic should follow County B west to County V north. Southbound WIS 45 traffic should follow County V south to County B east. WIS 45 to US 151 detour: Northbound WIS 45 traffic should follow WIS 45 north to County V south to access US 151. Southbound WIS 45 traffic should follow WIS 45 south to County V south to access US 151. US 151 detour for access to WIS 45.

Pioneer Road from Military Road to Hickory Street – Lane Restrictions

Pioneer Road: The water main crew will be crossing Pioneer Road just north of Military Road on Monday. During these times traffic patterns will be changing from one side of the road to the other to get the water main across. 

Beginning on Saturday afternoon at 3:00 pm the contractor will be working between the Mercury buildings to tie them into the new water main. Drivers should use extra caution in that area as the sun sets. The remaining part of the week the contractor will be performing connections to the new main in various locations. So there will be small lane closures to accommodate this process.

 On Sullivan: The contractor is continuing to work their way south. The area will be congested, as it has been, with dump trucks and other equipment. Drivers will still be able to get through in both directions.

Tompkins Street from Hickory Street to East to Termini

Schedule:  May 2016 to November 2016

Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, street, and lighting.  

October 31 to November 1:  The concrete subcontractor will continue paving productions. Utility contractor will work on some remaining utilities. There will be no access to traffic.
Traffic Impacts:  Tompkins Street is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.
Tenth Street from South Main Street to South Marr Street

Schedule:  May 2016 to November 2016

Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, street, and lighting.  

October 31 to November 1:  Concrete subcontractors will be pouring the curb and gutter followed by driveway aprons and sidewalk.
Traffic Impacts:  10th St is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.    
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
