City of Fond du Lac - Weekly Construction Update

The City of Fond du Lac is providing a weekly update on construction projects located within the corporate boundary. Motorists are advised to use caution and remain alert when driving though any work zone. Drivers are also encouraged to visit the City of Fond du Lac web site at http://www.fdl.wi.gov and view a map of the 2014 construction projects which may aid drivers in planning an alternate route.

West Scott Street from Brooke Street to Lakeshore Drive

Schedule:  June 16th through June 25th 2014

Description:  The project includes epoxy overlay of the bridge deck

Traffic Impacts:  The Bridge between West Scott Street and Lakeshore Drive will be closed to through traffic and pedestrian traffic to allow for the Contractor to apply an epoxy overlay.  The Scott Street Bridge had temporarily re-opened for vehicle and pedestrian use due to forecasted rain the entire week.  The contractor performing the epoxy deck and sidewalk sealing estimates three additional working days with dry conditions are necessary in order to complete the work. The bridge is scheduled to close again at 5 am Monday; June 23rd. Reminder it is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades.  A detour route for USH 45 is signed. 
15th Street from South Main Street to Ellis Street
Schedule:  April 2014 to August 2014
Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, street, and lighting.  The street will be constructed to the 32-foot City standard.
June 23 to June 27:  InterCon crews, working on behalf of Alliant Energy, will continue installation of new gas mains and gas services.
Traffic Impacts:  15th Street is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.  

Thomas Street from North Hickory Street to North Lincoln Avenue

Schedule:  April 2014 to June 2014

Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the water main and the north half of the street. 

June 23 to June 27:  If not previously completed, the paving subcontractor will place asphalt pavement.
Traffic Impacts:  Thomas Street is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.  

State Highway 175 at Fox Ridge Drive

Schedule:  May 2014 to June 2014

Description:  The project includes lane construction.
June 23 to June 27:  If not previously completed, the paving subcontractor will place asphalt pavement.  The landscaping subcontractor will begin restoration of the disturbed areas.
Traffic Impacts:  State Highway 175 and Fox Ridge Drive will remain open to traffic during this construction.  Traffic control and advance warning signs are in place and should be obeyed at all times.  It is illegal to move any construction traffic control signs, barricades or barrels.  Traffic may be temporarily restricted while crews are at work.
East Arndt Street from North Main Street to McKinley Street
Schedule:  June 2014 to October 2014
Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, street, and lighting.  The street will be constructed to the 32-foot City standard.
June 23 to June 27:  The utility contractor will continue installation of water main and raw water main. 
Traffic Impacts:  East Arndt Street is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.  
West 2nd Street and South Brooke Street
Schedule:  August 2014 
Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the intersection to allow traffic onto South Brooke Street from West 2nd Street.  The project also includes reconstruction of sanitary sewer and storm sewer.
June 23 to June 27:  No work this week.

Traffic Impacts:  West 2nd Street and South Brooke Street remain open to traffic.  

Wilkins Street from Superior Street to South Military Road
Schedule:  August 2014 to September 2014
Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the water main and partial pavement repair.
June 23 to June 27:  No work this week.

Traffic Impacts:  Wilkins Street remains open to traffic.  

Fond du Lac Avenue from Eleventh Street to National Avenue
Schedule:  August 2014
Description:  The project includes reconstruction of water laterals.
June 23 to June 27:  No work this week.

Traffic Impacts:  Fond du Lac Avenue remains open to traffic.
