City of Fond du Lac - Weekly Construction Update

The City of Fond du Lac is providing a weekly update on construction projects located within the corporate boundary. Motorists are advised to use caution and remain alert when driving though any work zone. Drivers are also encouraged to visit the City of Fond du Lac web site at http://www.fdl.wi.gov and view a map of the 2014 construction projects which may aid drivers in planning an alternate route.

East Arndt Street from North Main Street to McKinley Street

Schedule:  June 2014 to October 2014

Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, street, and lighting.  The street will be constructed to the 32-foot City standard.

October 6 to October 10:  The landscaping subcontractor will continue restoration of disturbed areas working from N Main St to N Park Ave.  The electrical subcontractor will continue placement of conduit between N Park Ave and McKinley St.  The concrete subcontractors will begin placement of driveway approaches, sidewalks and curb ramps between N Main St and N Park Ave.  
Traffic Impacts:  East Arndt Street is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.  

Fond du Lac Avenue from Ninth Street to Tenth Street

Schedule: Beginning September 30th 

Description: City crews are working to remove and replace concrete pavement on Fond du Lac Avenue from Ninth Street and Tenth Street.

Traffic Impacts:  Tenth Street east of Fond du Lac Avenue will be closed to traffic. Two-way traffic on Fond du Lac will be maintained; however the lanes will be restricted to one lane in each direction.
Wilkins Street from Superior Street to South Military Road

Schedule:  September 2014 to October 2014

Description:  The project includes reconstruction of the water main and partial pavement repair.

October 6 to October 10:  The concrete subcontractors will continue preparations for pavement replacement and may begin sidewalk replacements.
Traffic Impacts:  Wilkins Street is closed to through traffic.  It is illegal to drive past a “ROAD CLOSED” sign or to move any construction barricades. Residents, business owners, and customers may access properties past “ROAD CLOSED – LOCAL TRAFFIC ONLY” signs. Parking is not permitted on the street during working hours.  

WIS 23 from Log Tavern Road to Fond du Lac/Sheboygan County Line

Schedule: Sept. 22 and finish by mid-October

Description: The work includes resurfacing the highway with new asphalt, pavement marking and new signing. The current pavement is deteriorating and resurfacing will prolong the life of the roadway. WIS 23 will remain open to traffic with flagging operations controlling traffic in the vicinity of the work.

Traffic Impacts:  Access will be maintained to local businesses, residences and side road, cross traffic throughout the project.

Fond du Lac Avenue from Eleventh Street to National Avenue

Schedule:  October 2014

Description:  The project includes reconstruction of water services.
September 29 to October 3:  No work this week.

Traffic Impacts:  Fond du Lac Avenue remains open to traffic.
