Motion made by Eischeid to amend the 2015-2019
Recreation Plan adding additional language of five
proposals in appropriate places of the plan.

1.

There is a need to safe areas for launching
canoes and kayaks on Lake Winnebago. These
facilities are relatively easy and cheap to
construct compared to normal motorized boat
ramps. Facilities in the city that currently
allow lake access for ice fisherman (e.g., near
the north terminus of Luco Road are sufficient
for this, but need parking (two parking spots
minimum) and signage. There are launch site
opportunities for canoes/kayaks in Lakeside Park
West and Supple’s marsh.

. New neighborhood parkland. The City should

consider signing current holdings so residents
know these are public land open to low intensity
use.

. The City should consider reaching agreement with

the Fond du Lac School District to help maintain,
enhance, and publicize current natural
restorations on school grounds. Current natural
restorations exist at Theisen Middle School,
Riverside Elementary School, Lakeshore Elementary
School, and Fond du Lac High School.

. The City should network with the County Lands at

UW-Fond du Lac, especially the recreational
aspects of the Gottfried Arboretum there, and its
proposed capital developments as well as its
proximity to the Fond du Lac Loop.

. The City should consider converting some of its

current mowed areas to native prairie and native
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tree/shrub plantings, especially where these
restorations would add beauty, buffer strips
(especially along riparian systems), and enhance
FDL’'s “Bird City” and “Tree City” designations,
networking with groups such as the Fond du Lac
Audubon Society Chapter and Park Watch.

The City of Fond du Lac (“City”) is soliciting proposals to equip and operate a food and non-alcoholic
drink concession within its Pavilion in Lakeside Park. Tens of thousands of residents and visitors use this
140-acre Park every year, which does not have any other food or drink concessionaire.

11. The Concessionaire’s Pavilion site may operate during Walleye Weekend (the second weekend
every June), but the satellite site may not due to conflicts with other vendors.

12. The Concessionaire may not operate any mobile operations (i.e. ice cream trucks) in the Park
without explicit permission from the Park Superintendent regarding the location and schedule
for such sales.

13. Any building upgrades needed for Concessionaire operations shall be at its own expense.

14. The Concessionaire may advertise its name and services on the Pavilion and trailer at the
satellite site, but not in other Park locations. The City may place the name of the Concessionaire

on the City website and Lakeside Park maps, if requested.



15. The Pavilion parking lot and on-street parking will be available for Concessionaire customers,
but will not be designated or reserved for them.

Proposals shall include background information on the company, biographies and qualifications of key
personnel, and a general business plan. Contact information for three references—who are not
relatives of the applicant—shall be provided. Selection will be based in part on the qualifications and
experience of the company and team, terms of the business plan, services and hours to the public, name
recognition, compatibility with other park services, and anticipated profit to the City.

Proposals may include assumptions, ideas, or other options for the S;"1"‘t0 consider during its review.

The City reserves the right to reject any and all proposals: 2t the company that, in its opinion,

would best serve the needs of Lakeside Park and the citizen
