· Application

Note:  A sign is posted by the City on the property considered for rezoning one week prior to the Plan Commission meeting.  The sign will be removed after the City Council meeting.  The purpose of the sign is to notify the public of pending action.  Nearby property owners are notified in writing by the City Clerk.
City Staff Review

Each rezoning proposal is reviewed by Community Development staff to determine conformance with the Comprehensive Plan, zoning requirements and development standards, as well as potential neighborhood impact.  Analysis of the proposal with a recommendation for approval or denial is prepared for the Plan Commission.  The staff memo is provided to the petitioner in advance of the Plan Commission meeting.

Public Input
Neighborhood impact is an important factor in the decision-making process.  For complex or controversial proposals, it may be necessary for the petitioner to conduct a neighborhood meeting for informational purposes in advance of the Plan Commission review of the rezoning request.  Community Development staff is available to offer assistance to the petitioner in compiling a mailing list for a neighborhood meeting and is also available to attend the meeting to provide technical assistance regarding city regulations.  

Plan Commission Meeting

The Plan Commission meets once each month at 5:30 p.m. in Meeting Rooms D-E (first floor) of the City-County Government Center at 160 South Macy Street.  The Plan Commission is advisory to the City Council.  The findings of the Plan Commission are reviewed by the City Council at its Wednesday meeting the week following the Plan Commission meeting.  
The Plan Commission may recommend that a rezoning proposal be approved or denied by the City Council.  In making a recommendation to the City Council, the Plan Commission considers information provided by the petitioner, a technical analysis and evaluation of the rezoning prepared by Community Development staff, correspondence delivered to the Commission regarding the proposal and testimony received at the public meeting.
