The Friends raise money to help with the operation of the Senior Center. They will do this through Friends 
memberships, gifts, activity fees, donations, grants, and fundraising projects. HOWEVER, YOUR HELP IS 
NEEDED! 
 

WHO ARE THE FRIENDS? 

The Friends of the Fond du Lac Senior Center incorporated as a non-profit organization on December 20, 1989.   
It is composed of persons of all ages who are interested in the operation of the Fond du Lac Senior Center.  Some 
Friends members may prefer to assist the Senior Center by monetary donation only. Others may participate by helping 
with fundraisers using a hands-on approach. We certainly need both types of assistance! 
 

WHY INCORPORATE?  

Over the beginning years of the Senior Center, the primary source of funding was through the City of Fond du Lac. 
However, that funding was not able to grow as the Center grew. To enhance that funding, it was necessary to 
incorporate as a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization to continue to provide and expand Center services and programs.  
 

FRIENDS HISTORY 

In 1990 the Friends held a “Charter Membership Year” and offered memberships for $3 for a single, $5 for a couple.  
They stated that:  “Friends will consist of generous people who have a genuine concern for senior citizens and who will 
contribute money, time, or talents to the Center.”  In 2015, our membership rates are just $10 for a single and  
$15 for a couple—but some pay even more as a $50 Fantastic Friend or $100 Fabulous Friend—annually. We have 
more than 2,650 “generous people” who help finance the operation of the Center! 
 

CITY FINANCIAL SUPPORT 

Currently, the City provides funding for one full-time staff position: the Director, who manages the operation of the 
Center and oversees 10 staff members: three 18 hr/wk City staff: Program Coordinator; Marketing/Fund Development 
Coordinator; and Caretaker; and five Friends-funded part-time staff (see Friends Financial Support below), and a part-
time Counselor funded by Lutheran Social Services and part-time Program Assistant, funded by Experience Works.  
The City budget for the Senior Center also includes utilities – heat, water, electric, telephone, some maintenance and 
supply expenses, data processing services (computers/printers), and postage for the monthly newsletter. 
 

FRIENDS FINANCIAL SUPPORT 

The Friends of the Fond du Lac Senior hold several fundraising projects throughout the year. These include the  
annual raffle, Dine Out Coupon Book, Kwik Trip gift cards, bake sales, cook-outs, and other small activities.  
The single largest income is Friends membership dues. Additional funding also comes from activities; business, 
private, and personal donations; United Way and DCP grants; and a portion of Happy Travelers trips and Craft Shoppe 
sales. The fundraising projects are overseen by the Fund Development Coordinator and the Friends Board of Directors, 
and many, many volunteers (almost 300 volunteers help with the operation of the Senior Center). 
 

Annually, the Friends fund five part-time staff: Outreach and Wellness Coordinator, Happy Travelers Coordinator,  
Craft Shoppe Coordinator, Bookkeeper, and Office Assistant. Fundraising also helps with programs, annual Volunteer 
Appreciation Party, publicity, and supplementing the operating expenses of the Center. 
 

In recent years, the Friends had the opportunity to create a contingency savings fund for special projects. The Friends 
funded the Center’s Computer Lab and furniture for the Senior Center renovation over 10 years ago. Along with the 
donation of pool tables from Mercury Marine, they provided funding for the pool room renovation several years ago. 
Most recently, the Friends set aside $75,000 to fund an Improvement Project that included new carpet, furniture, 
removing all wallpaper and painting, and many new updates. The 3-phase project will conclude in 2015 with updating 
the Craft Shoppe. These are ways the Friends have stepped up to assist with the Senior Center. 
 

MEMBER SUPPORT 

As you can see, the Friends organization is vital to the operation of the Senior Center. And it is vital that the fund-
raising projects raise the anticipated funds each year. Would you please help with the Friends fundraising efforts—
beginning with being a Friend and encouraging others to join? Your support is much appreciated!
