FLOOD INSURANCE RATE MAP ZONE INFORMATION

As a public service the City of Fond du Lac provides the following information for properties in Fond du Lac:

· Property location in relation to the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) – the 100-year Floodplain – as shown on the current Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) of the City of Fond du Lac.

· Flood insurance data for a site, such as the FIRM zone and the base flood elevation or depth, if shown on the FIRM.

· Information regarding the mandatory purchase of flood insurance for properties in the Special Flood Hazard Area.

· Approved elevation certificates as of 4/17/2012 are on file in the City of Fond du Lac Community Development Department and on the City’s website:  www.fdl.wi.gov
· Letters of Map Amendment (LOMA) or Letters of Map Revision (LOMR) approved by FEMA are on file in the City of Fond du Lac Community Development Department and on the City’s website:  www.fdl.wi.gov
Specific requests for information may be directed to the City of Fond du Lac Community Development Department by telephone, email or in person.  Office hours are weekdays 7:45 AM – 12:00 PM and 1:00 PM - 4:30 PM.  The Community Development Department is located on the 4th floor of the City County Government Center at 160 South Macy Street.  

Have you received a letter stating that your property is in a flood zone? 

If you need to view the flood map for your property, it may be found using the Map Search feature on the FEMA website.  Note that when viewing the flood map containing your property, the location of your address will not be pinpointed on the flood map.  
If you need information to dispute the flood zone designation of your property, FEMA has a process allowing homeowner’s to contest the flood hazard locations. The process is initiated by submitting an application for a Letter of Map Change (LOMC) to FEMA.

The map associated with your property may be found using the Map Search feature on the FEMA website.  Note that when viewing the flood map containing your property, the location of your address will not be pinpointed on the flood map.
